Lake County Vote-by-Mail Process Explained

REQUESTS AND TRACKING

Only the voter, their immediate family member, or a designee are authorized to request or pick up a vote-by-
mail ballot. It is illegal for any person to offer or accept any benefit in exchange for distributing, ordering,
requesting, collecting, delivering, or otherwise physically possessing more than two vote-by-mail ballots per
election, except as outlined in FS 104.0616.

Voters are encouraged to track their ballot status at www.LakeVotes.com/Voting/Voter-Information. The
status of their ballot is shown in 4 stages: requested, sent, received and counted. The first two are self
explanatory. The third status will be displayed in either red or blue color. The blue color indicates all is well and
there are no issues with the signature on the ballot return envelope. The red color indicates there is an issue
that will need to be resolved, and the system will provide instructions as to how to cure the issue. The
counted status is activated within 24 hours of tabulation.

PROCESSING AND VERIFICATION

As daily returns are received, the signature on each vote-by-mail envelope is examined to verify it matches
the voter’s record. When the ballot is received, the voting status is updated in our system to prevent a
voter from voting twice in the same election. If there is no signature or a signature mismatch, the voter is
immediately notified and has until two days after the election to cure. Very few vote-by-mail ballots are
rejected; most of the rejections are due to the signature being completely missing and/or voters failing to cure
the issue before the deadline.

TABULATION

One of the biggest myths is that vote-by-mail ballots are only counted when it is a close contest. In fact, vote-
by-mail ballots are counted first.

All accepted vote-by-mail ballots remain organized in batches, and are opened in teams. Each team is made
up of two people who open the ballots, separating the ballot from the secrecy sleeve and the envelope. To
maintain voter secrecy, all ballots and envelopes are placed facedown in separate stacks. Once all ballots from a
batch have been opened, they are inserted in a high-speed scanner to be tabulated. Results are securely stored
until after the polls close on Election Day. By 7:30 p.m. on Election Day, a copy of the first set of unofficial
results is published on our website, which contains the total of all accepted vote-by-mail ballots and the Early
Voting totals.

AUDIT AND RETENTION

A public manual audit is conducted after each election. A randomly selected contest and precinct(s) is
chosen by the Canvassing Board. Then all ballots (Vote-by-Mail, Early Voting, and Election Day) containing
the selected precinct and race are hand counted to ensure the human count matches the machine count.
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Once the audit is complete, all returned vote-by-mail ballots and certificate envelopes are boxed, labeled,
and securely stored for 22 months after the certification of the election. Once the retention period has been
met, the ballots are professionally destroyed.

Explicacion del proceso de votacion por correo
del condado de Lake

SOLICITUDES Y SEGUIMIENTO

Solo el votante, su familiar inmediato o una persona designada estan autorizados a solicitar o recoger una boleta de votacién
por correo. Es ilegal que cualquier persona ofrezca o acepte cualquier beneficio a cambio de distribuir, ordenar, solicitar,
recolectar, entregar o poseer fisicamente mas de dos boletas de voto por correo por eleccidn, excepto como se describe en
FS 104.0616.

Se anima a los votantes a realizar un seguimiento del estado de su boleta en www.LakeVotes.com/Voting/Voter-Information.
El estado de su papeleta se muestra en 4 etapas: solicitado, enviado, recibido y contado. Los dos primeros se explican por si
mismos. El tercer estado se mostrara en color rojo o azul. El color azul indica que todo estd bien y no hay problemas con la
firma en el sobre de devolucién de la boleta. El color rojo indica que hay un problema que debe resolverse y el sistema
proporcionara instrucciones sobre cémo solucionarlo. El estado contado se activa dentro de las 24 horas posteriores a la
tabulacion.

PROCESAMIENTO Y VERIFICACION

A medida que se reciben las declaraciones diarias, se examina la firma de cada sobre de voto por correo para verificar
gue coincida con el registro del votante. Cuando se recibe la boleta, el estado de la votacion se actualiza en nuestro sistema
para evitar que un votante vote dos veces en la misma eleccién. Si no hay firma o una discrepancia de firma, se
notifica al votante inmediatamente y tiene hasta dos dias después de la eleccidn para subsanar. Se rechazan muy pocas
boletas de votacion por correo; la mayoria de los rechazos se deben a que la firma falta por completo y / o los votantes no
lograron solucionar el problema antes de la fecha limite.

TABULACION

Uno de los mayores mitos es que las papeletas de voto por correo solo se cuentan cuando se trata de una
contienda cerrada. De hecho, las boletas de votacidn por correo se cuentan primero.

Todas las boletas de votacidn por correo aceptadas permanecen organizadas en lotes y se abren en equipos. Cada equipo
esta formado por dos personas que abren las papeletas, separando la papeleta del sobre secreto y del sobre. Para
mantener el secreto de los votantes, todas las papeletas y sobres se colocan boca abajo en pilas separadas. Una vez
que se han abierto todas las papeletas de un lote, se insertan en un escaner de alta velocidad para tabularlas. Los resultados
se almacenan de forma segura hasta después del cierre de las urnas el dia de las elecciones. A las 7:30 p.m. el dia de las
elecciones, se publica una copia del primer conjunto de resultados no oficiales en nuestro sitio web, que contiene el
total de todas las boletas de votacion por correo aceptadas y los totales de la votacidn anticipada.

AUDITORIA Y RETENCION

Se realiza una auditoria manual publica después de cada eleccion. La Junta de Escrutinio elige un concurso y un distrito
electoral seleccionados al azar. Luego, todas las boletas (votacidn por correo, votacidn anticipada y dia de la eleccion) que
contienen el precinto y la raza seleccionados se cuentan a mano para garantizar que el conteo humano coincida con el
conteo de la maquina.
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Una vez que se completa la auditoria, todas las boletas de voto por correo y los sobres de certificado devueltos se
empaquetan, etiquetan y almacenan de manera segura durante 22 meses después de la certificaciéon de la eleccidn.
Una vez que se ha cumplido el periodo de retencidn, las papeletas se destruyen profesionalmente.
